SWRCB: Term 91 will not be implemented until mid-April or longer, depending
on hydrologic conditions on the Sacramento River.

Current Water Project Operations Status. RT-DOT is discussing a draft joint
operations plan for April, May and possibly for up to the remainder of the water
year. The plan is still draft and is not finalized yet, so specific details are to follow.
The I/E constraints (Action 1V.2.1 in the NMFS Bi Op) have been temporarily
modified as of today, April 1.

NMES — Biological Opinion for CV Salmonids, Steelhead, Sturgeon:
No advice from DOSS, therefore no NMFS determination necessary.

USFWS — Delta Smelt : At current and projected export levels, the risk of
entrainment to Delta smelt is low, therefore no change in operations is
recommended per SWG; No determination from USFWS.

DEW — Longfin Smelt : Current export rates are protective of Longfin Smelt at
this time. Incidental Take Permit Condition 5.3, which limits Barker Slough
Diversion Rates to no greater than 50 cfs on a 7 day running average basis,
expired yesterday (after March 31), so it is no longer in effect for 2014.
