The Casitas Municipal Water District respectfully submits our final approved amendments to the 2005 Urban Water Management Plan (UWMP) to the California Department of Water Resources per the requirements of the 1984 Urban Water Management Planning Act.  The Casitas Board of Directors approved the amendments at a public hearing on March 14, 2007.

The proposed amendments were in response to a request for additional information from the California Department of Water Resources (DWR).

The Urban Water Management Planning Act requires urban water suppliers providing water for municipal purposes to more than 3,000 customers or supplying more than 3,000 acre-feet of water annually to prepare an adopt an UMWP every five years.  The plan includes all information necessary to meet the requirements of the California Water Code Division 6, Part 2.6.  This plan provides information on present and future water sources and demands and provides an assessment of Casitas’ water resource needs.  Specifically, the UWMP provides water supply planning for a 20-year planning period in 5-year increments.  It also describes Casitas’ efforts to implement water conservation and water efficient uses for Casitas’ urban water supplies. Casitas coordinated its UWMP planning efforts with the public and a number of stakeholders to ensure that there was adequate community participation and acceptance of the plan and to verify the data and assumptions included in the plan.  This document has been laid out according to DWR’s guidance manual to ensure and easily verify that the information presented here meets all of the requirements of the State.
