Visits in these reports are limited to all visits with necessary information to track individual Hydstra reports requested.  There was a period of time (September 2007) when not all the information was gathered.  These visits are not included in the following reports.

This report contains the number of Hydstra visits by Customer Subnet.  The report helps us understand who our customers
 are.  

Visits by Parameter Type
This report contains the number of Hydstra visits summed by parameter.  The report helps us understand what information our customers want.  

Visits by Report Type
This report contains the number of Hydstra visits summed by the type of report.  There are three types of reports: tabular data, plots and formatted reports.  The report helps us understand what format our customers want.  

Visits by Report Year
This report contains the number of Hydstra visits summed by the year of report. The report also displays the sum of requests made in a given year across the columns. Surface water and groundwater reports are created for individual years.  Groundwater reports are also created for the period of record (POR).  The report helps us understand what time-frame our customers want information for.  

Visits per Day
This report contains the number of Hydstra visits summed by day.  The report helps us understand the temporal distribution of requests by our customers.
Subnet of Visitors
This report contains the number of Hydstra visits summed by each unique subnet outside of DWR.  If we could decipher the IP addresses, we would know exactly who is looking at the website.  (See footnote 1.)  Unfortunately, you have to be the US Department of Homeland Security, DOD or NSA to do this.

Type in a full IP address, of the form "A.B.C.D", where each of the four numbers is less than or equal to 255.  Take the first three numbers from the report "Subnets of Visitors 02Q". Put "0" as the last number.  For example, 136.200.53.0 returns the California Department of Water Resources.  You are as likely to get "SBC Global" (something not very useful) as not.
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
