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Map Explanation: 
· All projects will be provided to homes located within census tracts exceeding 76% as indicated in the CESDeciles within Tulare County 
· Tulare County is 4,683 sq miles
· DAC Benefit area is estimated to be 3,000 sq. miles 
· Non DAC Area is estimated to be 1,863 sq. miles. Our system will not provide any projects to homes located in non DAC areas 
· We estimate 301 homes will be serviced with projects within the DAC benefit area exceeding 76%. The exact demographics of these homes will be collected during the intake. 
· The current population of low income individuals less that 200% of the Federal Poverty Level is 171,235. Current CPUC and State Weatherization programs use this criteria to determine who receive benefits for these programs. 
· We will assume 4 people per household, at 301 homes, totaling 1,204 people or 5% of the low income population below the 200% federal poverty level receiving direct benefits. 
·  Households will see a direct benefit, of water and energy savings from the projects (HE washers, HE dryers, .8gpf toilets, water and energy education) resulting in lower utility bills. 
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
