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Proposal Monitoring Plan 
Lampson Reservoir Solar Photovoltaic Systems Installation:
The Solar PV System will have one dedicated revenue-grade meter that will measure the output from the system in order to accurately monitor the system production.  The meter will be factory-calibrated according to utility standards to ensure accurate measurements. 
The meter will provide production data to a secured server, where the data will be stored. This server is maintained by OpTerra ES Infrastructure Technology Department to provide a high level of data protection and security. The system is a registered Performance Monitoring and Reporting Service (PMRS) with the California Energy Commission
The City of Garden Grove will have password-protected online access to historical and real-time energy data that will allow the City to easily view production data, usage data, solar insolation, ambient air temperature, etc. The data is easily customizable and can show current and historic data in several time frames related to power generation, electrical generation, usage, carbon footprint, and inverter diagnostics. The system displays the data in graphs and downloadable spreadsheets.
Magnolia Street Median Irrigation Retrofit Project 
Water savings for the Median Project will be measured through the installation of a water meter at each retrofitted median island. City staff will collect data for each meter and create a database for future grant reporting and to record energy savings, if applicable, per the Grant Agreement.
