 Eligible Applicant Documentation
The following statements are provided in accordance with the Eligible Applicant Documentation submittal requirement in the 2014 Water-Energy Grant Program Guidelines:

· The City of Oxnard is a local agency as defined in Appendix B of the 2014 Water-Energy Grant Program Guidelines.

· Oxnard is a full-service city. Incorporated as a general law city in 1903, Oxnard operates under the council-manager form of government. The City Council consists of an elected Mayor holding a two-year term and four council members elected at large for four-year overlapping terms. Also directly elected are the City Clerk and City Treasurer. The City Council appoints the City Manager and City Attorney. The City Manager is responsible for assisting the City Council in its policy-making role, providing information and advice, implementing policy, and managing approved services.
· The City of Oxnard (applicant) has legal authority to enter into a grant agreement with the State of California.  The following language is included within the City Council resolution (Att1_WE14_Oxnard_AuthDoc):  “If the application is approved, the City Manager or designee is hereby authorized and directed to enter into, execute, and deliver a State of California Standard Agreement (Standard Agreement) to receive a grant for the City of Oxnard, and any and all other documents required or deemed necessary or appropriate to secure the Water-Energy Program Grant from DWR, and all amendments thereto (collectively, the “DWR Grant Documents”) with California Department of Water Resources.”
· The City of Oxnard is the sole applicant; no partner organizations are involved.  The City of Oxnard Finance Director or designee will be authorized to submit financial reports and grant claims and approve special budget appropriations for the use of grant funds; and the General Services Manager or designee will authorized to submit non-financial reports.
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
