 Eligibility Documentation
The following statements are provided in accordance with the Eligibility Documentation submittal requirement in the 2014 Water-Energy Grant Program Guidelines:

· The City of Oxnard is an urban water supplier.  Applicable documentation is provided below.
· The City of Oxnard is not an agricultural water supplier.
· The City of Oxnard is not a surface water diverter.
· Groundwater Management Compliance: The proposed projects to replace existing fields with synthetic turf in two existing city parks only affects groundwater levels indirectly, as 25% of the City’s municipal water is derived from groundwater pumped from the Oxnard sub-basin of the Santa Clara River Valley Basin.  The actual turf replacement projects will not directly impact groundwater.  The Oxnard sub-basin (Basin 4-4.02) has a high CASGEM overall priority ranking and the second highest overall basin ranking score (26.8) in the State.  CASGEM impact comments for this basin include “Saline intrusion, nitrates, pesticides, and PCBs have impacted some water wells per (B‐118).”   The County of Ventura is the designated monitoring entity. http://water.ca.gov/groundwater/casgem/pdfs/lists/StatewidePriority_05262014.pdf
http://water.ca.gov/groundwater/casgem/pdfs/CASGEM_BasinPrioritization_SouternRegion.pdf
Maps showing the project locations on the DWR CASGEM interactive Groundwater Basin Prioritization map are attached to this application.
