It is anticipated that this project will deliver the following benefits over a 25-year useful life:

For the turf replacement portion of the project, the City of Rancho Mirage anticipates delivering as many as 240 separate $1,000 subgrants for single family residential properties and 30 separate $10,000 subgrants for HOAs and commercial properties.   

It should be noted that the City’s ongoing turf replacement program has funding caps ($1,000 for single family residential properties and $5,000 for HOA/commercial properties – soon to be raised to $10,000).  Since $1/square foot will not fund an entire turf replacement project, this generally means property owners must provide their own matching funds.  City staff is aware that since property owners have a substantial amount invested in these projects, it is in their best interest to maximize their water and energy savings.

City staff will continue to review landscape plans and HOA approval letters (which are needed if the applicant is, or is a member of, an HOA) and approve subgrants on a first-come, first-served basis.  As it is difficult and time consuming to track such a large number of projects separately for their respective water and energy savings, before and after project implementation, the Coachella Valley Water District (CVWD) will continue to inspect each property for successful completion of work before notifying City staff that property owners are eligible to be reimbursed.

The landscape lighting retrofit portion of the project will be a new program for the City of Rancho Mirage.  City inspectors will need to verify and document successful completion of each landscape lighting retrofit job before grant funds can be reimbursed to each property owner. 

Copies of all HOA letters, CVWD letters, and inspection records will be kept on file and procured as deliverable items in the Project Monitoring phase.  A formal monitoring program will be finalized during the agreement phase.
