East Orosi: Water Conservation and Meter Project
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East Orosi Community Services District’s service area is outlined in blue on the map above. As it can be seen, the entire area is a disadvantaged community falling in the category of 81-85%. All of the ultra-low flush toilets and radio read water meters will be installed to residential users of the EOCSD; therefore 100% of project benefits will be received by the disadvantaged community and its residents.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The measurable benefit is a reduction in water consumption (the EOCSD relies upon 100% groundwater sources).  EOCSD’s current water rate structure is a flat rate; once water meters are installed and a new rate is established, budget-conscious households will pay close attention to their water meters and conserve water. The second method that EOCSD will conserve water will be by installing ultra-low flow toilets in every home, reducing the amount of water needed for each flush.
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
