MONITOR
El Camino Irrigation District is constantly monitoring all of it’s wells. The systems are measured at the well by using a Collins Tube and measured at the delivery point by use of a water measuring box. The loss is obviously the difference in the two measurements.
Both methods measure in minor inches where one inch equals 11.22 gallons.
Example:
Well measurement is 87 minor inches or 976.14 gallons/minute.
Box measurement is 70 minor inches or 785.40 gallons/minute.
Loss equals 190.74 gallons/minute.
A 13 hour run for example will result of a loss of 148,722.2 gallons.
The electrical loss is measured by how many kWh it took that well to pump the volume of water lost.
Example:
At a rate of 976.14 gallons/minute it took 2.54 hours to pump the volume of water lost. If that particular well was using 35 kWh/hour then the wasted energy was 88.90 kWh.
