Is the applicant a local agency, joint powers authority or non-profit organization?

The Elsinore Valley Municipal Water District (EVMWD/District) is a local agency serving 136,000 customers with 42,158 connections over a 96-square-mile area located within Riverside and Orange Counties in Southern California.  The District primarily provides service to the
cities of Lake Elsinore, Canyon Lake, Wildomar, the California Oaks Development within the City of Murrieta and the unincorporated communities of Lakeland Village, Meadowbrook, Rancho
Capistrano/El Cariso Village, Horsethief Canyon, and Temescal Canyon. The District is a member agency of the Western Municipal Water District (WMWD), which is a member agency of the
Metropolitan Water District of Southern California (MWD).

What is the statutory or other legal authority under which the applicant was formed and is authorized to operate? 

The District was incorporated on December 23, 1950, under the primary enabling legal authority of the California Municipal Water District Act of 1911. This Act allows the District to supply and distribute water, treat and dispose of wastewater, make beneficial use of reclaimed water and manage water-related recreational activities.  

Does the applicant have legal authority to enter into a grant agreement with the State of California? 

Yes. The Elsinore Valley Municipal Water District has legal authority to enter into a grant agreement with the State of California. 

Describe any legal agreements among partner agencies and/or organizations that ensure performance of the project and tracking of funds.
