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Fontana Water Company proposes this surface water treatment and storage project as an alternative to the use of water imported from the Colorado River Aqueduct, which has very high Energy Intensity (EI) values. 
Upon completion of the construction of the project elements, Fontana Water Company will use precise measuring technologies to quantify the amount of Lytle Creek surface water treated, and the amount of energy necessary to move the water through the treatment process and into the recharge basin.  The water measurements will be taken from the treatment plant’s water meters which measure the amount of water coming into the plant.  Applicant will also measure the amount of electricity necessary to treat the water and move it into the basin using electric meters that will record the time and amount of energy usage while the water is being treated and moved into the percolation basin.
When the project is completed and operational, Fontana Water Company will also be able to quantify precisely how much water is subsequently pumped from the basin for use by its customers.  Applicant has water meters installed at pump stations to determine the amount of water pumped.  Pump stations also include electric meters to quantify the amount of electricity used to pump the water from the basin for use in the Applicant’s distribution system.  Applicant’s expectation is that the EI and GHG emissions associated with the project will be lower than those of the imported water supply.
