[bookmark: _GoBack]Multi-family housing (MFH) is a key component in Self-Help Enterprises’ mission to provide affordable, safe and comfortable housing for low-income families in the San Joaquin Valley.  The concept of community and teamwork are emphasized in resident participation and responsibility in management.

The working priority is the development of family housing, with ample space inside the units and out. This translates into designing and building lower density complexes with plenty of green space and play areas for children. Each development has a large complement of three- and four-bedroom units.

SHE is an active landlord in overseeing all aspects of property management and resident services. Rent levels and financing plans are established to ensure that projects remain affordable in perpetuity, while properly maintaining and improving the buildings and grounds. As the owner of rental housing, SHE is committed to being the best neighbor possible in the communities where the Multi-Family Housing properties are located.
SHE owns 26 rental housing complexes located throughout the San Joaquin Valley.  Some date back to 1980; the most recent, Viscaya Gardens in Dinuba, opened in 2013.  All of SHE’s housing programs, including all rental units, benefit low-income families, especially farmworkers.  Of those 26 properties, all but one are located in census tracts that score greater than 75% on the Cal EnviroScreen 2.0 tool.  This equates to 4740 of 4916 residents, or 96% benefit to DACs.
