
STPUD Commercial/Industrial Irrigation Water Use Efficiency Project 

Proposal Monitoring 

 

This project will be monitored after implementation through the following measures: 

Water savings: 

1. Commercial/Industrial sites that have completed the turf removal and implementation of 

water saving, native plants receive a final site visit by STPUD staff.  As part of that site visit, 

staff collects information on the new irrigation systems, such as water usage and scheduled 

irrigation times.  From this, the water usage for the new landscape is calculated. 

2. STPUD assumes a savings of 22 gallons per year per square foot of turf removed.  After 

final site visit, this water savings is amended by subtracting the new estimated water usage based 

on irrigation system and total square foot of landscaping and a final gallons per year per square 

foot estimate is assigned to each site.   

3. Annual water savings per site are then entered into a data management system to track 

total water savings for the entire program. 

Energy savings: 

1. STPUD maintains annual records of all energy usage for each facility the district maintains.  

These facility records are available to calculate the total annual energy usage for total annual 

water production in Million Gallons used. 

2.  This energy calculation will then be placed into the data management system described above 

as a means to determine energy savings based on water production savings of the irrigation water 

use efficiency program. 

GHG Reduction: 

1.  STPUD prefers to use the Environmental Protection Agency website tool “Greenhouse Gas 

Equivalencies Calculator”, available at: www.epa.gov/cleanenergy/energy-resources/calculator.  

This tool allows us to energy our energy saving data and it is then calculated into metric tons of 

ghg reduction. 

2.   The energy savings reductions from above will be entered into the calculator for total GHG 

program reductions.
