Attachment 1 – Eligibility to Submit Grant Proposal 

The Energy Coalition is non-profit 501(c)(3) corporation managed by a board of directors with offices in San Diego, Irvine, Los Angeles, and Oakland, California.

Public benefit corporations may be formed for any public purpose and are governed by the California Nonprofit Corporation Law (Cal. Corp. Code Sec. 5000-10841 and Sec. 5110-6910) and are subject to extensive governmental regulation and supervision. The Energy Coalition was granted its 501(c)(3) status by the California Secretary of State on March 22, 2004.

The Energy Coalition has the legal authority to enter into a grant agreement with the State of California.

The Energy Coalition has entered into a Master Services Agreement with the County of Los Angeles Internal Services Department for energy support services to implement the Public Agency Program of the Southern California Regional Energy Network (SoCalREN). This program, administered by the County of Los Angeles, was authorized and approved by the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) on November 8, 2012 when it issued its Decision Approving 2013-2014 Energy Efficiency Programs and Budgets, D. 12-11-015. The Decision approves a portfolio of energy efficiency programs and budgets to be implemented in 2013-2014, including those by Southern California Edison, SoCal Gas Company, and SoCalREN. These programs and their budgets were extended by the CPUC until December 31, 2015 by Decision 14-10-046, on October 16, 2014.
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Note that no urban water suppliers are proposed as grantees, but are proposed as program participants. We will require all urban water suppliers to meet the same requirements as if they were applying directly for the grant. Specifically, their 2010 UWMPs need to address requirements of California Water Code.

Also note that The Energy Coalition will seek and intends to obtain Board approval of the resolution to submit this proposal to DWR and will submit Attachment 1/Authorizing Documentation by the secondary deadline of March 2, 2015.
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
