1998 through 2005 and scenario results that project the region’s 
water needs through year 2050 with the use of three alternative future 
scenarios and 12 climate change scenarios.

In what is informally called “The 
Encyclopedia Water Plan,” Volume 4 provides a more transparent and 
extensive look at what is presented in volumes 1, 2, and 3.
