The California Air Resources Board (ARB) will hold a public meet-
ing tomorrow, June 13, in Sacramento, to discuss a scoping plan 
for reducing greenhouse gas emissions in the state. The California 
Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006 requires the ARB to develop 
a plan that will reduce the emissions to 1990 levels by 2020. The 
plan is updated regularly to ensure California is on track to achieve 
the reduction goal.
