1. DELTA CONSERVANCY DRAFT STRATEGIC PLAN

CALIFORNIA OUTDOOR RECREATION PLAN http://www.parks.ca.gov/?page_id=23880 

The California Outdoor Recreation Plan (CORP) and associated research provide a strategy for all public agencies – federal, state, local, and special districts – engaged in providing outdoor recreational lands, facilities, and services throughout the California for meeting the outdoor recreation needs of Californians. The CORP also presents valuable information about participation and demand for water-dependent outdoor recreation activities, including motorized water sports, like motor boating and using personal watercraft, and active water sports, like paddle sports and sailing, as well as public opinions about outdoor recreation and the management of public waters and lands. 

STATE PARK SYSTEM PLAN http://www.parks.ca.gov/?page_id=24512 
This document contains goals, policies, objectives, and proposals for new programs and initiatives needed to guide the State Park System. California State Parks manages 1/3 of California’s coastline, recreation areas at reservoirs and parks along most major rivers.
CALIFORNIA RECREATIONAL TRAILS PLAN www.parks.ca.gov/trails/trailsplan
The California Recreational Trails Plan is a guide for all California agencies and recreation providers that manage trails and river greenways. It includes a description of the 10 long distance trails in the California Recreational Trails System associated with river systems.

CENTRAL VALLEY VISION IMPLEMENTATION PLAN http://www.parks.ca.gov/centralvalleyvision  
The Implementation Plan focuses on meeting the public's recreation needs in the Central Valley, guiding recreational development in the Central Valley Flood Protection Plan’s region and beyond. It outlines specific initiatives to build economic and volunteer partnerships, acquire new park lands and develop new and improved recreation opportunities, including those at the state’s reservoirs and along rivers.
RECREATION PROPOSAL FOR THE SACRAMENTO SAN JOAQUIN DELTA AND SUISUN MARSH http://www.parks.ca.gov/deltarecreation
This proposal recommends expanding the network of state recreation areas in the Delta and Suisun Marsh, including units of the California State Parks system and other state outdoor recreation lands and programs, to meet provisions of the Delta Reform Act of 2009. It includes water-dependent activities such as water trails, marinas, wildlife viewing areas, power boating, waterfowl hunting, and fishing.

CEQA and Low Impact Development Stormwater Design: Preserving Stormwater Quality and Stream Integrity Through California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Review 

Low Impact Development storm water design (LID) is being widely promoted and applied at the federal, state and local levels as a technique to address impacts of land development on surface water quality and hydrology. This technical advisory provides general information about LID and guidance to CEQA lead agencies regarding the incorporation of water-quality control measures—including LID—as a potential CEQA mitigation strategy early in project design and review. Environmental Goals and Policy Report (EGPR) 

The EGPR provides an overview of the state’s environmental goals, keys steps to achieving these goals, and develops a framework of metrics and indicators to help inform decision making, at all levels, to help the state to reach these goals.  The EGPR is required to take a 20-30 perspective and to provide a statement of approved environmental goals and objectives. These goals include those directed at land use, population growth and distribution, conservation of natural resources, and air and water quality. The EGPR also includes a statement of programs and policies required to implement the state’s environmental goals. Finally, the EGPR is required to be consistent with the state’s planning priorities, which were established in 2002.  Assembly Bill (AB) 2070, passed in 1970, OPR and called for OPR to prepare and maintain an EGPR.

 UPDATES/CHANGES TO TEXT FOR CWP 2013

The State Agencies have provided Chapter Updates on the following items.  These will be incorporated in text and are provided for information rather than review.
UPDATED ORGANIZATIONAL AND OTHER DESCRIPTIONS

Governor’s Office of Planning and Research (OPR). 

Created by statute in 1970, is part of the Office of the Governor. OPR serves the Governor and his Cabinet as staff for long-range planning and research, and constitutes the comprehensive state planning agency. (Government Code §65040),  OPR functions include: Formulation of long-range land use goals and policies, Conflict resolution among state agencies, Coordination of federal grants for environmental goals, Coordination of statewide environmental monitoring, Coordination of research on growth and development, Management of state planning grants, and encouragement of local and regional planning, Creation and adoption of General Plan Guidelines, Drafting of CEQA Guidelines (for adoption by the Secretary of Natural Resources), Creation of a State Environmental Goals and Policy Report, every four years, Operation of the State Clearinghouse for distribution and review of CEQA documents, Coordination of environmental justice activities, Coordination with US military for land use and other issues in the state.
General Plan Guidelines (Governor’s Office of Planning and Research) 
The 2003 General Plan Guidelines advises cities and counties how to write a general plan that expresses a community’s long-term vision, fulfills statutory requirements, and contributes to creating a great community. Each city and county in California must prepare a comprehensive, long-term general plan to guide its future. OPR is required to adopt and periodically revise guidelines for the preparation and content of general plans.  OPR plans to update the 2003 General Plan Guidelines.  Please check the OPR website for the most up to date information.  

FISH AND GAME

California Department of Fish and Game. Regulates and conserves the state’s wildlife and is a trustee for fish and wildlife resources (FDC § 1802). It is the State’s primary department for managing the native fish, wildlife, plant species, and natural communities for their intrinsic and ecological value. It serves a regulatory role by enforcing the California Endangered Species Act and Fish and Game Code 1600, Streambed Alteration Agreements. ADD - Should also include language regarding DFG’s role in NCCP (FGC 2800), and Timber Harvest Plans (FGC 711.4). DFG is a trustee, lead, and responsible agency under CEQA.

STRATEGIC GROWTH COUNCIL (New Text)
The Strategic Growth Council (SGC) was created in 2008 by Senate Bill 732
 (Steinberg).  The SGC is comprised of the agency Secretaries of Business, Transportation and Housing; Health and Human Services; Environmental Protection; and Natural Resources; as well as the Director of the Governor’s Office of Planning and Research and one public member appointed by the Governor.  SGC’s long-term vision is healthy, vibrant, resilient California communities, environment and economy. One of the primary near-term objective of the SGC is to coordinate across State agencies the programs, activities, and funding that impact water quality, air quality, natural resource protection, and other sustainability objectives, in order to use state funding more effectively.

HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT (New Text)

HCD provides leadership, policies, and programs to preserve and expand safe and affordable housing opportunities and promote strong communities for all Californians. The Department also supports increasing the supply of housing, especially affordable housing and works to improve the state’s housing conditions and the health and safety of its residents.
