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Alejandrino, Emily: Staff Environmental Scientist, Division of Statewide Integrated Water Management,
Climate Adaptation Unit. Emily works primarily on the California Water Plan Update 2013 (CWP).
Her passion is working with Tribes ensuring that their perspectives on land, water and culture are
included in the CWP and other materials. She also collaborates with Department staff on various
Resource Management Strategies and ecosystem planning. She has over 10 years of experience with
State service working on water issues. Emily received a Bachelor of Arts from California State
University, Sacramento in Environmental Studies with a focus on Biology and Music.

Bardini, Gary: DWR Deputy Director for Integrated Water Management. His duties include implementing
Integrated Regional Water Management, coordinating DWR's efforts related to climate change,
updating and implementing the California Water Plan, promoting and facilitating the efficient use of
water, overseeing DWR's flood management and dam safety programs, and implementing the
FloodSAFE California initiative. Prior to assuming his current role, Mr. Bardini served as Chief of
DWR's Division of Flood Management where he led FloodSAFE California and development of the
Central Valley Flood Protection Plan. He has also served as Chief of the Hydrology and Flood
Operations Office.

Cohen, Yoram: As one of the world's top water technology experts, Luskin Scholar, Yoram Cohen has made
revolutionary advances that could help solve growing global water shortages. Cohen, a professor of
chemical and biomolecular engineering at UCLA's Henry Samueli School of Engineering and Applied
Science, has developed transportable and computer-controlled "smart water systems™ in collaboration
with his colleague Panagiotis Christofides and their students. Their Mini-Mobile-Modular (M3) system,
a desk-sized reverse osmosis (RO) desalination unit, has drawn international attention after it
successfully desalted agricultural drainage water in field tests. The system is capable of producing
enough drinking water for up to 12,000 people a day. Cohen, who holds a Ph.D. from the University of
Delaware, has published over 170 papers and book chapters in such areas as water technology,
separations processes, transport phenomena and polymer science. He has trained scientists at the U.S.
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Environmental Protection Agency and shared his knowledge as a visiting professor at universities in
Israel, Spain and Australia.

Cooley, Heather: Co-Director of the Pacific Institute's Water Program. Ms. Cooley's research addresses the
connections between water and energy, sustainable water use and management, and the hydrologic
impacts of climate change. She is a recipient of the Environmental Protection Agency’s Award for
Outstanding Achievement and serves on the Board of Directors of the California Urban Water

In previous
assignments, Mr. Cowin served for five years as Chief of DWR's Division of Planning and Local
Assistance and was responsible for the state's strategic planning for water management and for
providing technical and financial assistance for water management to local agencies and communities.
Mr. Cowin also served as an Assistant Director for the CALFED Bay-Delta Program.

Davis, Grant: General Manager of the Sonoma County Water Agency where he is responsible for management
activities related to the Water Agency’s core functions of water delivery, wastewater management, flood
protection, and environmental sustainability. An emerging focus of the Water Agency’s operations is
the development of a secure, clean and renewable energy portfolio.

During this time he served concurrently as the first
executive director of the Sacramento Area Flood Control Agency from 1988 until 1992. Edgar also
previously served as a member of the California Reclamation Board from 2001 to 2005.

She currently leads EDF's
efforts in California to restore riparian, wetland and riverine habitat to benefit the environment and
agriculture.

Hill, Barry: Hydrologist with the USDA Forest Service Pacific Southwest Region. The Pacific Southwest

Region, also called Region 5, is responsible for the 18 national forests — 20 million acres — in
California, plus assisting state and private forest landowners in California, Hawaii and U.S-affiliated
Pacific Islands. Hill works out of the region’s headquarters in Vallejo. He was instrumental in
development of the Water Plan Forest Management Resource Management Strategy and has pioneered
the concept of meadow restoration in the Sierra Nevada as a significant component of conservation.
Fires, climate change and other activities have eroded the alpine meadows, lowering their capacity to
hold water. Improving the ability of the meadows to sequester water prevents early runoff in winter and
spring. Hill is also interested in the benefits of the trees in the forest intercepting precipitation and
absorbing carbon and encourages visiting the meadows and forests and using them as outdoor
classrooms in education.

Tatayon, Susan: Associate Director, California Water Program, of the Nature Conservancy. Her she works
with agencies, reclamation districts, and natural-resource managers to design, advocate and implement
innovative policies and strategies that sustain healthy aquatic ecosystems and reliable water supplies for
people and nature. Her work particularly focuses on floodplain management, integrating flood and water
management, climate change adaptation and water-related legislation. Her career has also included key
posts as a principal in two private firms. Her government service includes serving as Special Assistant
to the Regional Director, U.S. Bureau of Reclamation and Special Assistant to the Chief Deputy
Director, California Department of Water Resources where she focused on the CALFED Bay-Delta
Program Plan, the Central Valley Project Improvement Act, water transfers, and renewal of long-term
water service contracts.
