IRWM crosses
jurisdictional, watershed, and political boundaries; involves multiple agencies, stakeholders, individuals, and groups; and aftempts to address the
issues and differing perspectives of all the entities involved through mutually beneficial solutions.

2002 - Senate Bill 1672 creates the Integrated Regional Water Management Act to encourage local agencies to work cooperatively to manage local
and imported water supplies to improve the quality, quantity, and reliability.

November 2002 - California voters pass Propaosition 50, the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Act of 2002,
which provides $500,000,000 (CWC §79560-79565) to fund competitive grants for projects consistent with an adopted IRWM plan.

November 2006 - California voters pass Proposition 84, the Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality, and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal
Protection Bond Act, which provides $1,000,000,000 (PRC §75001-75130) for IRWM Planning and Implementation.

November 2006 - California voters pass Proposition 1E, the Disaster Preparedness and Flood Prevention Bond Act, which provides $300,000,000
(PRC §5096.800-5096.967) for IRWM Stormwater Flood Management.
