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State Water Plan Update

Supply Definitions

	1.  Colorado River Deliveries - The amount of water diverted from the Colorado River by the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California, Imperial Irrigation District, Coachella Valley Water District, Palo Verde Irrigation District, the Yuma Project, and others under California's entitlement to use Colorado River Water.

	2.  Total Desalination - Water coming from any source that is desalted by reverse osmosis or other processes.

	3.  Water from Refineries - Water produced as a byproduct of the oil or gas refining process.

	4a.  Inflow from Oregon - Klamath River inflow from Oregon.

	4b.  Inflow from Mexico - The New River and Alamo River inflows from Mexico.

	5.  Precipitation - The amount of precipitation that falls on an area as either rain or snow.

	6a.  Runoff - Natural - The portion of precipitation that runs off the land and makes up the natural flow in rivers.

	6b.  Runoff - Incidental - The portion of precipitation that would have been used by natural vegetation but now contributes to runoff.  This is a result of roads, paved areas, building roofs, land drainage systems, fields developed for irrigation, and other changes in land use.

	7.  Total Groundwater Natural Recharge - The percolation to ground water basins from precipitation falling on the land and from flows in rivers and streams.  

	8.  Groundwater Subsurface Inflow - The amount of water that flows into a region underground.

	9.  Local Deliveries - The amount of water delivered by local water agencies and individuals.  It includes direct deliveries of water from streamflows, as well as local water storage facilities.  

	10.  Local Imports - The amount of water transferred by local agencies from other regions of the state.

	11a.  Central Valley Project :: Base Deliveries - The delivery of prior rights water to Central Valley Project contractors.

	11b.  Central Valley Project :: Project Deliveries - The delivery of project water to Central Valley Project contractors.

	12.  Other Federal Deliveries - The sum of deliveries from federal projects other than the Central Valley Project.

	13.  State Water Project Deliveries - The sum of all deliveries to State Water Project contractors.  

	14a.  Water Transfers - Regional - Water that is transferred within a hydrologic region from one agency to another.  Transfer requires approval from the State Water Resources Control Board for a change in place of use.

	14b.  Water Transfers - Imported - Water that is transferred across hydrologic region boundaries from one agency to another.  Transfer requires approval from the State Water Resources Control Board for a change in place of use.

	15a.  Releases for Delta Outflow - CVP - Releases from Central Valley Project reservoirs to supplement natural flows in order to meet outflow requirements for protection of beneficial uses in the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta.

	15b.  Releases for Delta Outflow - SWP - Releases from State Water Project reservoirs to supplement natural flows in order to meet outflow requirements for protection of beneficial uses in the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta.

	15c.  Applied Water Instream Flow - Required releases from reservoirs to meet instream uses.

	16.  Releases for Delta Outflow - EWA - Water released for endangered species protection and recovery under the CALFED Environmental Water Account Program.  Program started in Water Year 2001.

	17a.  Conveyance Return Flows to Developed Supply (other HR) - Urban - The portion of urban conveyance water that seeps through channels and returns as surface flow in another Region.

	17b.  Conveyance Return Flows to Developed Supply (other HR) - Ag  - The portion of agricultural conveyance water that seeps through channels and returns as surface flow in another Region.

	17c.  Conveyance Return Flows to Developed Supply (other HR) – Managed Wetlands - The portion of managed wetlands conveyance water that seeps through channels and returns as surface flow in another Region.

	18a.  Conveyance Seepage - Urban - The portion of urban conveyance water that seeps through channels and returns to groundwater.

	18b.  Conveyance Seepage - Ag - The portion of agricultural conveyance water that seeps through channels and returns to groundwater.

	18c.  Conveyance Seepage – Managed Wetlands - The portion of managed wetlands conveyance water that seeps through channels and returns to groundwater.

	19a.  Recycled Water - Agriculture - The planned treatment of agricultural wastewater for specific beneficial purposes.

	19b.  Recycled Water - Urban - The planned treatment of urban wastewater for specific beneficial purposes.

	19c.  Recycled Water - Groundwater - The planned treatment of groundwater for specific beneficial purposes.

	20a.  Return Flow to Developed Supply (Other HR) - Ag - Represents surface return flows from irrigated agriculture to stream channels that are available for use in another Region.

	20b.  Return Flow to Developed Supply (Other HR) – Wetlands, W&S, Instream - Represents surface return flows from managed wetlands, wild & scenic rivers, and Instream flows to stream channels that are available for use in another Region.

	20c.  Return Flow to Developed Supply (Other HR) – Urban - Represents surface return flows from urban areas to stream channels that are available for use in another Region.

	21a.  Deep Percolation of Applied Water - Ag - Represents that portion of applied water for agricultural uses that percolates to the groundwater, including the water used for leaching accumulated salts from the root zone.

	21b.  Deep Percolation of Applied Water - Wetlands - Represents that portion of applied water for managed wetlands that percolates to the groundwater.

	21c.  Deep Percolation of Applied Water - Urban - Represents that portion of applied water for urban outdoor uses that percolates to the groundwater.

	22a.  Reuse of Return Flows within Region - Ag - Represents reuse of agricultural irrigation system tailwater and return flows to local distribution systems and streams within a region; does not include reuse of excess applied water that percolates to groundwater.

	22b.  Reuse of Return Flows within Region – Wetlands, W&S, Instream - Represents reuse of managed wetlands irrigation system tailwater and return flows, wild & scenic river flows and required instream flows to local distribution systems and streams within a region; does not include reuse of excess applied water that percolates to groundwater.

	22c.  Reuse of Return Flows within Region – Urban - Represents reuse of urban tailwater and return flows to local distribution systems and streams within a region; does not include reuse of excess applied water that percolates to groundwater.

	25.  Direct Diversions  - The amount of water diverted from streams and rivers directly that is not withdrawn from storage in reservoirs. 

	26.  Surface Water Storage - Beg of Yr - The amount of water stored in lakes and reservoirs at the beginning of the water year.

	27.  Groundwater Extractions - Banked - The amount of water withdrawn from formal interagency banking programs from the beginning of the water year to the end of the water year.

	28.  Groundwater Extractions - Adjudicated - The amount of water withdrawn from basins that have been adjudicated from the beginning of the water year to the end of the water year.

	29.  Groundwater Extractions - Unadjudicated - The amount of water withdrawn from basins that are not adjudicated nor part of a contract banking program from the beginning of the water year to the end of the water year.
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
