NOTICE:  Urban water suppliers should be aware that the Department of Water Resources (DWR) has made significant changes in the Revised Draft PSP to apply the provisions of Chapter 628, Statutes of 2007 AB 1420 (Laird) to grants awarded pursuant to this solicitation.  AB 1420 requires DWR to condition a water management grant or loan made by DWR to an urban water supplier on implementation of the Demand Management Measures (DMMs) listed in the Water Code.  For the purpose of this WUE PSP, DWR equates DMMs with Urban Best Management Practices (BMPs), as in the CUWCC MOU.  Exhibit VII of the PSP contains information about AB 1420.  
To implement the provisions of AB 1420, DWR will divide the $15 million total funds available for urban WUE projects.  Significant funding will be reserved for BMP implementation with the goal of assisting urban water suppliers that are not presently fully implementing the BMPs to achieve compliance with the provisions of AB 1420 and thereby become eligible for other State grant funds.  DWR will allocate $10 million (out of $15 million Urban WUE Grant Funds) for urban water suppliers’ AB 1420 BMP implementation compliance.  This includes implementation of the Foundational BMPs to achieve BMP implementation compliance as well as implementation of Quantifiable BMPs.  Exhibit VII of the PSP contains information on the Foundational and Quantifiable BMPs.  Specific funding rules are described in “Compliance with Urban Water Management Plan and AB 1420 Water Conservation Requirements” on page 10 of this PSP.

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Agricultural and Urban 
Water Use Efficiency

INTRODUCTION

The Department of Water Resources (DWR) is seeking proposals for agricultural and urban water use efficiency projects.  This grant program will primarily fund projects that are not locally cost effective, and that provide water savings or in-stream flows that are beneficial to the Bay-Delta or the rest of the State.  Consideration will also be given to projects that address water quality and energy efficiency. 
DWR is soliciting proposals for two types of projects:

Section A Implementation Projects:  Water use efficiency implementation projects providing benefits to the State. Locally cost effective projects may qualify if they meet certain conditions.  
Section B Projects: Research and Development Projects; Feasibility Studies, Pilot, or Demonstration Projects; Training, Education or Public Outreach Programs; or Technical Assistance Programs related to Water Use Efficiency.  These proposals’ outcome should be transferable to other parts of the State. Cost effectiveness criteria do not apply to Section B projects.
The total amount of funding for Agricultural and Urban Water Use Efficiency Grants under Proposition 50 for 2008 Grant Funding Cycle is $35.3 million.  Funding available through the 2008 PSP is $15 million for urban and $20.3 million for agricultural water use efficiency projects (includes $5.3 million remaining from the 2007 PSP cycle from Section A projects to be used for the same).  Of the total amount for this PSP, 85 percent will be for Section A projects and 15 percent for Section B projects. 
To implement the provisions of AB 1420, DWR will divide the $15 million total funds available for urban WUE projects with the goal of assisting urban water suppliers that are not presently fully implementing the Foundational BMPs to achieve compliance with the provisions of the AB 1420 and thereby to become eligible for other State grant funds.  DWR has allocated $10 million out of $15 million available urban funds to support compliance with AB 1420.  The application process, funding caps, cost-share, and awarding process for these funds are separate from the rest of the PSP.  The $10 million will be disbursed based on percentage of applicant’s cost-share, ranked in a descending order. All other State contract requirements and standard State provisions apply to urban water supplier applicants under AB 1420 Compliance.  
The proposal solicitation, review, and selection for the agricultural ($20.3 million) and urban ($5 million) water use efficiency grant program is a two-step solicitation process.  Step 1 is the submittal and evaluation of a concept proposal to DWR.  The concept proposals must meet the minimum eligibility requirements.  Successful qualifying applications with score of more than 70 points and with cumulative requested amounts up to 150 percent of available funds will be invited to submit full proposals under the Step 2 proposal solicitation.  

Step 2 - Full Proposals will be reviewed and those receiving more than 70 points may qualify to receive funding.  Exhibits I through VI, bound separately, as well as documents posted on the DWR web site provide additional information and guidance for preparing proposals. Applicants are encouraged to read the entire PSP before preparing Step 1 - Concept Proposals or Step 2 – Full Proposals.
 

During both steps of the process, applicants will need to submit their proposals using the SWRCB’s on-line application submittal system, which will be explained in further detail in the PSP.  
BACKGROUND, GOALS, AND OBJECTIVES

In November 2002, California voters passed Proposition 50, the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Act of 2002.  This grant program implements Water Code Chapter 7, Section 79550 (g) of Proposition 50.
Water Code Section 79552 of Proposition 50 states, “All projects financed pursuant to this chapter shall be consistent with the CALFED Programmatic Record of Decision (ROD) including its provision regarding finance and balanced implementation.”  Water Code Section 79553 of Proposition 50 requires that priority shall be given to projects that achieve multiple benefits across CALFED Program elements.

To achieve CALFED water use efficiency fundamental goals, the ROD Water Use Efficiency Program Plan, in part, includes the following objectives:

· “Reduce existing irrecoverable losses – by reducing losses currently unavailable for reuse (because they flow to salt sink, inaccessible or degraded aquifer, or the atmosphere), CALFED will increase the overall volume of available water.
· Achieve multiple benefits – by reducing losses that currently return to the water system (either as groundwater recharge, river accretion, or direct reuse), CALFED can achieve multiple benefits such as making water available for irrigation or in-stream flow during dry periods, improving water quality, decreasing diversion impacts, improving flow between the point of diversion and the point of reentry, and improving water supply reliability.

· Preserve local flexibility – maintaining the flexibility of implementing water use management and efficiency improvements at the local level while exploring regional program to maximize benefits.
· Use incentive-based over regulatory action – principal incentives include planning, technical, and financing assistance to local water users and suppliers.
· Build on existing water use efficiency programs – CALFED will enhance the positive momentum established by the existing programs.”

Proposals submitted for grant funding should be consistent with the CALFED water use efficiency goals and objectives and other State laws, including AB 1420.
ELIGIBLE AG AND URBAN WATER USE EFFICIENCY GRANT FUND APPLICANTS

The following entities that are involved with water management are encouraged to apply:

Section A and B

· Cities

· Counties

· Cities and counties

· Joint power authorities

· Public water districts 
· Tribes

· Nonprofit organizations (including water management groups)

· Other political subdivisions of the State

Section A Only

· Investor owned utilities regulated by the California Public Utilities

· Mutual water companies

Section B Only

· Universities and colleges

· State 

· Federal 

Projects from investor-owned utilities regulated by the California Public Utilities Commission and mutual water companies must have a clear and definite public purpose and must benefit consumers of water systems.  
All Urban water suppliers are subject to provisions of Urban Water Management Planning and AB 1420, as described in “Compliance with Urban Water Management Plan and AB 1420 Water Conservation Requirements” on page 10 of this PSP and Exhibit VII.

Applicants who wish to collaborate on a project and pursue a regional approach to water use efficiency may elect to use a contractor-subcontractor relationship, a joint venture, a joint powers authority or other appropriate mechanisms.  Contracts shall be executed with one eligible entity only.  The proposal shall clearly indicate who will sign the contract, and who will thereby be responsible for payments, reporting, and accounting.  The proposal must describe the nature of the agreement between the other participants, including the allocation of decision-making authority and liability, as well as the tasks to be performed by the different entities and costs associated with the tasks.  
ELIGIBLE AG AND URBAN WATER USE EFFICIENCY GRANT FUND PROJECTS

Project location (Geographic Scope) 
Projects within California are eligible. Projects located in the CALFED Solution Area (see map in Reference 1- Targeted Benefits at www.owue.water.ca.gov/finance/index.cfm) that benefit the Bay-Delta Watershed are encouraged.  

Project types 

Section A eligible projects include implementing agricultural and urban water use efficiency projects that result in water savings, increased in-stream flow, increased water quality, and increased energy efficiency. Examples include urban Best Management Practices (BMPs), Potential BMPs, agricultural Efficient Water Management Practices (EWMPs, www.agwatercouncil.org), as well as urban projects that implement the recommendations of the Smart Landscape for California (AB 2717 Landscape Task Force recommended actions (www.cuwcc.org/home.html ).
Water Use Efficiency (WUE) projects that contribute toward CALFED water use efficiency objectives for in-stream flow and timing, water quantity, and water quality, and projects that address California Bay-Delta Authority Targeted Benefits (TBs) and Quantifiable Objectives (QOs), are eligible and encouraged (see Reference 1-Targeted Benefits at: http://www.owue.water.ca.gov/finance/index.cfm for list of TBs).
Section B project categories include: technical assistance; feasibility studies and pilot projects; research and development; training, education, and public outreach.  Examples of Section B projects can be found in Exhibit I.

Project Benefits
Eligibility does not guarantee funding.  A proposed project must have State benefits to be eligible for grant funding. WUE benefit to the State are water savings, increased in-stream flow or improved flow timing, improved water quality, and increased energy conservation from projects in the Bay-Delta Watershed or other parts of the State, which increase local water supply reliability. 
INELIGIBLE PROJECTS

For Sections A and B
· Wellhead rehabilitation

· New storage tanks providing expanded capacity

· Water supply development

· Water treatment 
· Wastewater treatment 
· Flood control 
· Conjunctive use 
· Recycled water 
· Groundwater banking projects 
· Replace existing funding sources for on-going projects
· Political advocacy 
· Purchase of water 
· Establishment of a reserve fund 
· Applicant’s litigation costs  
· Projects that do not achieve water savings, improve in-stream flow and timing, improved water quantity, or water quality benefits to the State  
· Projects required by regulation, law, or contract
· Installation of water meters, other devices, or systems for new construction 
· Visitor centers

Other ineligible projects for Section A are
· Projects with life span of less than 10 years

· Water meter replacement, water meters for new construction, new landscape, and new irrigation systems, dedicated water meters for new landscape.

FUNDING RULES

Please keep the following in mind when applying for funds:


· Administrative costs must be reasonable, generally five to ten percent for most projects.  Projects with unjustified or excessive administrative costs may be awarded reduced funding, may score lower or may be eliminated from funding.  Applicants may use their true administrative costs as a local cost share.

· Capital outlay expenditures shall be tied immediately and exclusively to the achievement of the project purposes.  Equipment (including computers, etc.) which can be used for other uses are not eligible for funding. Vehicles are not eligible for funding.

· Construction, improvement, repair, and renovation projects, as well as projects involving the purchase and installation of project-specific equipment, or other water saving devices, may be eligible.  
· Projects that involve the applicant’s customer purchasing eligible equipment or devices, for which the applicant provides a rebate after installation, may be eligible for funding.
· Demonstration garden projects are eligible.  However, planting materials and soil amendments will not be funded.

· Costs of buildings for Section B projects are not eligible.

· DWR intends to limit the total awards for locally cost-effective projects to approximately 20 percent of the funds available under Section A 

· Section A projects are expected to have a lifespan of at least 10 years

· For construction projects, a California registered civil engineer must prepare the Plans and Specifications and Certification Statements
· Applicant’s contingency for each cost category (in project budget) should be no more than ten percent of the cost of the category and must enter life of investment in years.

PROJECT PRIORITY

Projects are prioritized according to the following guidelines (Section A Projects must create the benefits and Section B projects must have potential to create the benefits):
First Priority

· Projects that address multiple benefits such as projects that conserve water, provide improved water quality, improved stream timing and flow, and energy,
· Projects that result in a greater water quantity being available to the Bay Delta Watershed through a reduction in either current or future diversions,
· Projects that address high priority stream-flow Targeted Benefits (TBs) (see Reference 1, www.owue.water.ca.gov/finance/index.cfm).
Second Priority

· Projects that address medium or low priority stream-flow TBs,
· Projects that address one or more of the water quality TBs,
· Urban projects that expedite or improve landscape-related BMPs recommended by the Landscape Task Force, Water Smart Landscape for California.
Third Priority

· Projects that don’t result in a greater water quantity being available to the Bay Delta Watershed but will result in improved local water supply reliability, 
· Water conservation practices and projects that will conserve energy.
Projects with multiple Bay Delta System benefits are preferred to projects with a single benefit.  
Compliance with Urban Water Management Plan and AB 1420 Water Conservation Requirements

Urban Water Management Plans:

Water suppliers who are required by the Urban Water Management Planning Act to submit an Urban Water Management Plan (UWMP) to DWR must have submitted a Plan to DWR to be eligible to apply for any grant or loan.  Applicants and their affected co-applicants and co-operators, if any, must have complete plans as determined by DWR by the time the agreement is executed to receive the grant or loan award from DWR.

Applicants are required to identify in Step 1, or in an AB 1420 Compliance Application (if applying for AB 1420 compliance funds), all co-applicants and co-operators, if any, who must have a completed UWMP on file with DWR.  Applicants are also required to identify in Step 2 any changes in their co-applicants and co-operators, if any, that are required to have completed UWMPs. 

AB 1420 Compliance:

Chapter 628, Statutes of 2007 AB 1420 (Laird) requires DWR to: (1) condition a water management grant or loan made by DWR to an urban water supplier on implementation of the Demand Management Measures (DMMs) described in Section 10631 of the California Water Code, and (2) in consultation with the SWRCB and California Bay-Delta Authority (CBDA), or its successor agency, after soliciting public comments, develop eligibility requirements that consider the California Urban Water Conservation Council’s (CUWCC) Best Management Practices (BMPs) and alternative approaches that provide equal or greater water savings, recognizing the different roles and responsibilities of wholesale and retail water suppliers.  This new provision of law requires any applicant entering into an agreement for a water management grant or loan on or after January 1, 2009, to comply with these provisions.

DWR intends to apply the provisions of this new law to grants awarded under the 2008 WUE Proposal Solicitation Process (PSP).  For the purpose of this WUE PSP, DWR equates DMMs with BMPs.as in the CUWCC MOU  Please see Exhibit VII for information on the AB 1420 Eligibility Requirements.

To implement the provisions of AB 1420, DWR will divide the $15 million total funds available for urban WUE projects with the goal of assisting urban water suppliers that are not presently fully implementing the BMPs.  DWR will make a portion of the WUE funds available to urban water suppliers to achieve compliance with the provisions of the AB 1420 and thereby to become eligible for other State grant funds.  DWR has decided to divide the $15 million available for urban WUE projects as follows:
1. $5 million will be unrestricted and available for a full range of eligible Section A and Section B urban water use efficiency projects, including all BMPs and other efficiency measures. It is required that applicants for these funds will be urban water suppliers that are in full compliance with the AB 1420 BMP implementation requirements.  All categories of eligible applicants for these funds are listed on page 7 of this PSP.

2.
$10 million will be allocated for urban water suppliers that are not    implementing the BMPs to implement Foundational and Quantitative BMPs as listed below and in the Eligibility Requirements (Exhibit VII). 

 Application Process for Urban WUE Grant Funds ($5 Million)

Urban water suppliers that ARE already in compliance with BMP implementation requirements may apply only for the $5 million part of the urban grant funds for Section A (implementation) and/or Section B (planning/research) type of projects. (Please see TARGET DISTRIBUTION OF FUNDS on page 15 of this PSP).  Funding caps per project and cost-share requirements are described in this PSP.  These project proposals will follow the competitive review, evaluation, and selection process described in PSP Step 1 and Step 2.  

What Documents Must be Submitted? 

Urban Water suppliers that ARE in compliance with BMP implementation and reporting for the most recent two-year period (2005-2006) are eligible for grant funds under PSP criteria, but are also required to provide sufficient documentation to demonstrate their compliance by completing and submitting:
Exhibit VII, Table 1: AB 1420 Foundational BMP Compliance (Information in the Table regarding Foundational BMPs establishes eligibility for Prop 50 grant funds) 

Exhibit VII, Table 2: AB 1420 Quantifiable BMP Implementation Status (For Information Purposes with No Effect on Funding Decision)
The information submitted will include the Cost-Effectiveness Exemption in accordance with the principles set forth in Exhibit 3 of the Urban MOU. 
  

After completing Exhibit VII, Tables 1 and 2, AB 1420 compliant applicants may proceed with a PSP Step 1 Concept Proposal Application (page 22), and if invited back, a Step 2 Full Proposal Application (page 28). 

   Application Process for AB 1420 Compliance Grant Funds ($10 Million)

Urban water suppliers that ARE NOT yet implementing the BMPs need to focus on the AB 1420 Compliance process in Exhibit VII and may only apply for the $10 million part of the urban grant funds to implement one or more BMPs (that the water supplier has not yet implemented), including Foundational BMPs and Quantifiable BMPs as required by AB1420 for compliance.  

Funding Criteria:  The State will consider funding applications for all Foundational BMPs listed below (except BMP 3 Leak Repair and BMP 4 Retrofit of Existing Meter Connections) up to 50 percent cost-share of the combined BMP cost, and up to $250,000 of the first $500,000 of total combined BMP cost.  Leak Repair and Retrofit of Existing Meter Connections may each be funded up to 50 percent State cost-share, and up to $100,000 of the first $200,000 cost for each, similar to Quantifiable BMPs. 

For retail water suppliers, Foundational BMPs are:

· BMP 3:    System Water Audit, Leak Detection

· BMP 3:    Leak Repair 

· BMP 4:    Metering with Commodity  Rates for All New Connections

· BMP 4:    Retrofit of Existing Meter Connections

· BMP 7:    Public Information

· BMP 8:    School Education

· BMP 11:  Conservation Pricing

· BMP 12:  Conservation Coordinator

· BMP 13:  Water Waste Prohibition

For wholesale water suppliers, Foundational BMPs are:

· BMP 3:    System Water Audit, Leak Detection

· BMP 3:    Leak Repair

· BMP 7:    Public Information

· BMP 8:    School Education

· BMP 10:  Wholesale Agency Assistance Program

· BMP 12:  Conservation Coordinator

The State will consider funding applications for all Quantifiable BMPs up to 50 percent cost-share for each BMP, and up to $100,000 for the first $200,000 cost for each BMP. 

For retail water suppliers, Quantifiable BMPs are:

· BMP 1:    Water Survey Program for Single-Family and Multi-Family Residential Customers

· BMP 2:    Residential Plumbing Retrofit

· BMP 5:    Large Landscape Conservation Program and Incentives

· BMP 6:    High-Efficiency Washing Machine Rebate Program

· BMP 9:    Conservation Programs for Commercial, Industrial, and Institutional (CII) Accounts

· BMP 14:  Residential ULFT Replacement Program

Urban water suppliers that ARE NOT fully implementing the BMPs (as of the 2005-2006 reporting period), and wish to apply only for funds for implementation of one or more Quantifiable BMPs, may do so only if they demonstrate (by providing a schedule and budget) that they are implementing or will initiate implementation, at their own cost, all Foundational BMPs within 12 months of signing of the contract.  This will be a commitment by urban water supplier reflected in any contract.  Failure to implement ALL Foundational BMPs, whether with AB 1420 funds and/or the applicant’s own funds, will result in disqualification of the applicant for AB 1420 funds.  The implementation of Foundational and Quantifiable BMPs is subject to the Cost-Effectiveness Exemption in accordance with the principles set forth in Exhibit 3 of the Urban MOU. 

Urban water suppliers that ARE NOT fully implementing the BMPs (as of the 2005-2006 reporting period), but have implemented one or more Foundational or Quantifiable BMPs, may apply to implement all of the remaining Foundational BMPs and one or more of the Quantifiable BMPs.         

What Documents Must be Submitted? 

For water suppliers that ARE NOT in compliance with BMP implementation, distribution of AB 1420 Compliance funds ($10 million) will be outside the established PSP application process and review, evaluation, and selection criteria.  Request for AB 1420 Compliance funds is a separate application process and consists of completion and submittal of the following four (4) tables on-line through FAAST:

Exhibit VII, Table 3: AB 1420 Foundational and Quantifiable BMPs 

Project Description, Benefits, and Schedule for Implementation

Exhibit VII, Table 4: AB 1420 Foundational and Quantifiable BMP Compliance 
Implementation Schedule, Finance Plan, and Budget

Exhibit VII, Table 5: AB 1420 Foundational BMP Implementation Status for 
BMPs Where No Funds Are Requested
An Urban Water Supplier must demonstrate that these remaining BMPs are exempt, already implemented, being implemented, or Urban Water Supplier commits, at its OWN COST, to commence implementation within 12 months of signing the contract.  These costs may be included in AB 1420 Table 4 as the Urban Water Supplier’s cost-share for each BMP. 

Exhibit VII, Table 6: AB 1420 Quantifiable BMP Implementation Status for BMPs 
Where No Funds Are Requested (For Informational Purposes Only)
DWR will rank all submitted applications in descending order of the percent of urban water supplier’s cost-share.  The higher the water supplier’s percent cost-share, the higher the proposal ranking will be and the higher the probability of receiving funding. 
DWR will disqualify the application of any urban water supplier that has NOT addressed ALL of Foundational BMPs (including leak repairs and retrofit of existing meter connections).  Urban water suppliers must demonstrate that for all Foundational BMPs, (subject to cost-effective exemption) for which no funds are requested, the applicant:
1. Has implemented all remaining Foundational BMPs or   
2. Committed to commence implementation within 12 months, Foundational BMPs that have not yet been implemented and for which no funds have been requested.   

Applicants for AB 1420 Compliance funds will be notified on the status of their applications and the funding decision.  Please see the timeline for WUE and AB 1420 Compliance applications on page 21 of this PSP. 

Important Note: If the total funds requested by qualified WUE grant proposals is less than the total available funds ($5 million for urban projects and $20.3 million for agricultural projects), DWR may decide to fund additional qualified (with 50 percent or more agency cost-share) AB 1420 Compliance applications using the remaining balance of the $5 million urban and $20.3 million agricultural funds, if there are not enough qualified WUE proposals.  This will be determined at the end of the Step 2 WUE PSP process.   Likewise, if there not enough qualified AB 1420 Compliance applications for the allocated $10 million, then the remaining balance may be used to fund qualified WUE applications.

In the event of insufficient qualified projects in one category, and qualified projects exceeding the total allocated funds in another category, DWR may consider moving funds from Agricultural Section A to Urban Section A or to AB 1420 Compliance BMPs and vice versa, and likewise may consider moving funds from Section A to Section B and moving funds within Section B funding sub-categories.  DWR will not move funds if the move would result in qualified projects being unfunded.
COST SHARE (Section A Projects Only)               

Grant funds are provided as an incentive to local entities to implement projects that are expected to create broad State benefits as well as local benefits.

The applicant is responsible for providing a cost share (applicant cost share) or donated services from non-state sources.  “Cost share” means funds made available by the grant recipient from non-state sources.  Cost share may include, but is not limited to, federal funds, local funding, or donated services from non-state sources.  For a State agency, cost share may include State funds and services. 

If the applicant is requesting a reduction or waiver of cost share based on inclusion of disadvantaged communities, the decision to grant, modify, or reject the request is at the discretion of DWR.  Applicants requesting a reduction or waiver of the cost share must submit the proposed reduction or waiver of the cost share (Attachment 8). See Exhibit II.

Additionally, Step 2 applicants must demonstrate that funding is available to complete the entire proposal as presented in the application.

Project costs incurred after November 5, 2002, but prior to the effective date of the grant contract, are not eligible for reimbursement, but may be considered, at DWR’s discretion, as a part of the applicant’s local cost share.  Reimbursement is subject to contract execution.  

With respect to the foregoing, applicants are responsible for ascertaining and complying with all applicable legal requirements concerning such cost shares or donated services.  There is no cost share requirement for Section B projects.  However, the provision of cost shares from non-State sources is encouraged.

Projects Not Locally Cost Effective

A project is not locally cost effective if its total annualized cost (annualized capital costs plus annual operation and maintenance cost) is greater than its annualized local monetary benefits.  

Applicants are required to quantify the local and Bay-Delta water use efficiency benefits and propose a local cost share proportional to the relative balance of local and Bay-Delta water use efficiency benefits. The State share of project cost is project capital cost, minus project local monetary benefits, plus ten percent of project cost. The maximum State share and minimum local share are calculated as follows: 
Maximum State share= (project capital cost) – (project local monetary benefits) + ten percent (project cost)
Minimum local share = (project cost)  (State share)
Applicants are encouraged to provide more local share than the minimum calculated by the cost share formula. All applicants must make a compelling case that their project would create State benefits. If the applicant demonstrates that the State and local benefits are not quantifiable and can not be estimated, applicants are expected to demonstrate the relative balance of the local and Bay-Delta water use efficiency benefits qualitatively, provide a cost share, and provide an explanation for the cost share.  DWR may offer a lower State cost share than proposed by the applicant based on the grant selection panel’s assessment of the project’s State benefits relative to other projects and how many Section A projects are being awarded. 

Locally Cost Effective Projects

A project is locally cost effective if its total annualized cost (annualized capital costs plus annual operation and maintenance cost) is equal or less than its annualized local monetary benefits.

Locally cost effective projects are eligible for funding only if the applicant can make a compelling case that the project would provide broad transferable benefits, overcome implementation barriers, and/or accelerate implementation.

Locally cost effective projects are required to provide a minimum of 90 percent of local cost share (only eligible for up to ten percent cost share from the State) because these projects are likely to be implemented without State funding.  In addition, DWR intends to limit the total awards for locally cost effective projects to approximately 20 percent of the funds available under Section A.  As such, DWR may reduce the per-project State cost share for locally cost effective projects if many of these projects are awarded. 
For all projects considered for funding from Proposition 50 funds alone, the combined cost-sharing must not exceed cost share criteria set within this PSP as described above.      

Disadvantaged Communities

Disadvantaged communities may request reduction or waiver of the local cost share requirement. Instructions on how to determine eligibility for disadvantaged communities are described in Exhibit II.  DWR will review the request for the reduction or waiver of the cost share and decide to accept, modify, or reject the request based on the disadvantaged community documentation, project benefits to Bay Delta System and local entity, and cost benefit ratio of the project. For locally not cost effective projects the local cost share may be waived.
For locally cost effective projects the reduced cost share formula is as follows:

· Maximum State share = (25%)(project cost)

· Minimum Local share = project cost – State share

DURATION OF PROJECTS 

Projects may be multiyear if necessary and appropriate. Proposal timelines and budgets that will be incorporated into the contract shall be completed within three years from the contract signing date. In addition, since funding may be awarded for only a portion or for certain tasks of submitted project, the applicant should clearly show project duration by task.  Expect the contracting process to take at least 6 months, the fund agreement completed, and contracts signed by September, 2009. 

DWR also has a loan program for agricultural water conservation projects.  Locally cost effective projects are eligible for loans.  Up to $5 million is available for each capital outlay project.  Approximately $30 million is available for projects during this fiscal year.  

Eligible projects under the loan program include feasible, cost effective, capital outlay projects that improve agricultural water use efficiency, such as:

· Lining or piping of ditches

· Automating canal structures

· Improvements to water distribution system controls

· Tailwater or spill recovery systems

· Major improvements or replacement of leaking distribution systems

· Capital improvements for on-farm irrigation

AGREEMENT REQUIREMENTS 

a. Standard Terms and Conditions.  Projects selected for funding will be subject to standard terms and conditions as specified by authorizing legislation and DWR procedures.  Funds will be delivered in accordance with the executed agreement.  Applicants should not begin work on projects prior to the final execution of the agreement and notice to proceed issued by the Department. Therefore, applicants wishing to start work before contract execution should do so at their own risk.  Advance funds cannot be provided except under extraordinary circumstances, or where statutorily required. Contract execution and disbursements are subject to the availability of funds.

b. Reports.  Projects selected for funding will be required to submit quarterly fiscal and programmatic reports throughout the project and a comprehensive final report at the end of the project.  Section A applicants are required to submit annual benefit and cost reports for five years after the completion of the project. Report format is shown in Exhibit III.  Grantee will be required to submit project data as described in Exhibit III.  All data and information obtained under the contract will be public information. 
c. Cost Shares Commitment Letter.  Projects selected for funding shall provide an institutional cost-sharing agreement (letter) signed by an official authorized to commit the applicant to all or part of the cost share, or a letter authorizing third party, in-kind contribution signed by an official authorized to commit the third party. 

d. Resolution.  Selected grant recipients shall also provide a resolution from their governing board accepting the funds and designating a representative authorized to execute the contract and sign requests for disbursement.

LABOR CODE COMPLIANCE and CONFLICT OF INTEREST, CONFIDENTIALITY, INTELLECTUAL and PROPRIETARY RIGHTS

Applicants awarded grants shall keep informed of and take all measures necessary to ensure compliance with Labor Code requirements, including but not limited to, Section 1720 et seq. of the Labor Code regarding public works.
All participants, including applicants and reviewers, are subject to State conflict of interest laws.  Failure to comply with these laws, including business and financial disclosure provisions, will result in the proposal being rejected and/or any subsequent contract being rejected and/or declared void.  Applicable statutes include, but are not limited to, Government Code Section 1090, Public Contract Code Sections 10410 and 10411.

All proposals will become public information upon submittal to DWR.  Once the proposal is signed and submitted to DWR, the applicant waives any rights to privacy and confidentiality of the proposal.

Applicants awarded grants will be required to waive any copyright, intellectual or proprietary rights for deliverables, designs, and patents emanating from the contracted work.
The applicant must comply with all applicable laws when it hires private consultants to implement its project partially or fully.

ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENTATION REQUIREMENTS
A plan for compliance with environmental requirements must be included.  All applicants are responsible and are required to submit all necessary permits, licenses, and approvals, including the California Environmental Quality Act, the California Endangered Species Act, and all applicable engineering and design permits.

Proposal Schedule, Submittal

Review and Selection

The proposal solicitation, review, and selection for this grant program will be a two-step solicitation process. The first step is the submittal of a concept proposal.  The concept proposals submitted to DWR should be prepared in accordance with the requirements of this PSP.  The concept proposals will be reviewed and ranked. The proposals that meet Step 1 requirements, have a score of more than 70 points, and cumulative requested funds of up to 150 percent of available funds will be invited to submit Full proposals under the Step 2 proposal solicitation.  DWR may suggest eliminating or modifying tasks or associated costs in either Step 1 or Step 2 proposals.  Step 1 applicants must submit their application through FAAST with Attachments 1 and 2, as well as submit one hardcopy.

Successful Step 1 applicants will be asked to apply to Step 2.  The Step 2 proposals should be prepared in accordance with the requirements of the PSP.  The proposals will be reviewed and those receiving more than 70 points may qualify to receive funding. Step 2 applicants are required to submit their application through FAAST with Attachments 1 through 11 as a part of their application submittal, as well as submit one hardcopy.  Step 2 proposals may not modify their scope of work and may not increase cost to the State more than five percent over the Step 1 proposal, or make other substantial changes, unless recommended by DWR as a part of Step 1 selection. However, applicants may increase the local cost share and reduce State share in Step 2 proposals.

Exhibits I through VIII, bound separately and posted on the DWR website www.owue.water.ca.gov/finance/index.cfm, provide additional information and guidance for preparing proposals. Applicants are encouraged to read the entire PSP before preparing Step 1 - Concept Proposals or Step 2 - Full Proposals.

Applicants must create an account through FAAST and complete the on-line application.  Applicants should attach the following with their Step 1 on-line application: 

· Project Description

· Cost Estimate Tables
Attachments shall be in 12-point font or larger.  Please use the templates provided on DWR Web site, see Step 1 - Concept Proposal Attachments at www.owue.water.ca.gov/finance/index.cfm and submit with the FAAST application.
Project Description (maximum 2 pages) 

Applicants must submit Step 1 - Attachment 1 (Project Description).  

Background: Briefly describe the agency, district or organization that is applying for the grant and explain how the proposed project fits into local and integrated regional water management plans and explain if the agency has submitted an agricultural or urban water management plan, if one was required. 

Statement of Work/Project Description:  Describe project and project tasks, objectives, methods, procedures, equipment, facilities and provide a timeframe for the project.  List any environmental compliance work that has been completed and include in the work plan a brief description of how the project will comply with all applicable environmental review requirements.  Provide enough information to permit evaluation of the feasibility and technical adequacy of the approach and the applicant’s readiness and ability to conduct the work.
Project benefits must be identified, i.e., water savings, flow and timing, water quality, energy, other benefits (please see Project Benefits on Page 8).
Section B proposals should also include the following information:

· Technical Assistance- target recipients of the assistance, and purpose for providing assistance to the clients

· Feasibility studies- scope of the work, establishing the need, prior work, and local support

· Research and development- hypothesis upon which the research is based and background of existing pertinent research

· Training, education, and public outreach- clear scope of the program, materials that will be used or developed, and strategy for implementing the program on a statewide basis. 
Project Cost Estimate 

Applicants must submit Step 1 - Attachment 2 (Project Cost).  Enter the project cost for each task for each year as applicable. Enter contingency percentage (for example 5) and applicant's cost share for the item. Total project costs are calculated.  

Section A applicants must provide local cost share for the project based on the balance of the project benefits to the State and to the local agency. 
Applicants that qualify as a disadvantaged community may request a reduction or waiver of the cost share in Step 2 of the PSP.  In Step 2, applicants requesting a reduction or waiver of the cost share must provide disadvantaged community information.  As defined in Exhibit II of the PSP, a disadvantaged community is a community who is served by the water from the project with an annual Median Household Income (MHI) that is less than 80 percent of the statewide annual MHI.  Using Census 2000 data, 80 percent of the statewide MHI is $37,994.

Technical/Scientific Merit and Feasibility (maximum 1 page)

Complete Attachment 3.  Provide enough information to permit evaluation of the feasibility and technical adequacy of the proposed projects, its approach, methods, procedures, monitoring and evaluation, costs and benefits to satisfy the objectives.  Also provide information for the applicant’s readiness to proceed.  Use previous work, published scientific literature, or models to describe the technical and feasibility of the project.
Statement of Work- Project Plan and Description (maximum 4 pages)
Complete Attachment 4.  In full detail describe the following:

Statement of Work- Monitoring and Performance Evaluation (maximum 3 pages) 

DWR places emphasis on monitoring and evaluation of projects funded under this PSP. 

To meet this requirement, project monitoring and evaluation is an essential part of any Step 2 proposal so DWR can ensure that the project meets its intended goals and objectives and it produces State benefits.

Therefore, all applicants must complete and submit, as a part of the proposal, a Monitoring and Evaluation Plan addressing each benefit of the proposal (See Local and State Benefits from Table 4, Attachment 7).  Demonstrate that the applicant will collect necessary data and conduct an analysis of the data and evaluation of the project to show project results and benefits.  

The goals of Monitoring and Evaluation Plan are:

· Provide a plan for monitoring and evaluation of project performance
· Identify measures that can be used to monitor progress towards achieving project goals and objectives and stated benefits
· Provide a tool for grantee and grant managers to monitor and measure project progress
· Document project benefits (water savings and other Bay-Delta system benefits) to mark progress and to determine the success of the project 
· Provide an assurance that the proposal will meet its intended goals, achieve measurable benefits, and provide value to the State of California.

Monitoring and Evaluation Plan should include:

· Description of project objective (desired output and desired results).  A description on how pre-project conditions and baseline data will be determined, the basic assumptions being used, and the anticipated accuracy of the data to be produced.
· Provide an explanation of the monitoring plan and performance measures (including methodologies to be used and data that will be collected) to measure project output. This is called output indicator.  An example of an output indicator is the area of land (in acres) where certain EWMPs are implemented.  Provide an explanation of monitoring plan and performance measures to measure the project results. This is called outcome indicator.  An example of an outcome indicator is the amount of water saved.  Outcome indicators measure project results.
· An explanation of the monitoring plan and performance measures (including verification methodologies and data that will be collected and the analysis that will be done) to evaluate and verify the Local and Bay-Delta System Benefits (for example verifying the time, duration, location, and amount of in-stream flow increase for fish benefits anticipated in Table 4).  The Monitoring Plan Guidelines found on the DWR website (Reference 2- Monitoring Plan Guidelines) may not be all inclusive for verifying State and local benefits.  Please add approaches or monitoring methodologies to verify the benefits you anticipate in Table 4.
· A description of how external factors such as changes in weather, cropping programs, or social conditions will be taken into account.
· Information about how data and other information will be managed by the applicant, reported to DWR, and made accessible to others.
· The estimated costs associated with the implementation of the monitoring and evaluation. Enter the monitoring and evaluation costs in Table 1 (See Attachment 6). 
· Measurement parameters (metrics) should fit performance evaluation needs of the project.  The metrics may include af of water savings, constituent concentration, and in-stream flow improvements in af per year with specified duration.

Applicants are required to conduct an adequate monitoring program and collect sufficient data to verify the project results and local and Bay-Delta water use efficiency benefits. If monitoring is not feasible or necessary, applicants must propose an alternative method of verifying the expected benefits of their proposed project.

Applicants will be asked to re-evaluate project cost/benefit analysis as part of the final report.  Section A applicants will also be asked to submit post project annual reports of benefits and costs for five years after the completion of the project. Post project report costs are not reimbursable. Annual reports allow DWR to follow up on the status of project benefits.  The annual reports will be public information.

Statement of Work- Costs (maximum 5 pages)

Complete Project Cost Tables, Attachment 6, Tables 1, 2, and 3, and using additional sheets provide description of cost items, all major assumptions, methodologies, computations and other relevant cost information. Project costs must be reported for the major project tasks and must correspond to the project task/subtask description and schedule of Attachment 4. List major cost items for each task. If necessary, subdivide into subtasks where appropriate and provide major costs for each subtask in Table 1. For list of eligible costs see Exhibit V.   Please read the instructions in Exhibits II, V, and VI before using the Excel sheets in Attachment 6.  Files are available at: http://www.owue.water.ca.gov/finance/index.cfm .
Table 1: Project Costs (Budget).  Projects with a duration of more than one year should enter project costs by year.  Complete the shaded cells in Table 1 including the titles of tasks and subtasks.  Enter the State share of project costs.  Applicant’s contingency for each cost category should be no more than ten percent of the cost of the category and must enter life of investment in years.  When the DWR Excel sheet is used, all capital costs are converted to present value (2008 dollars) using the capital recovery factor, which is based on a six percent discount rate. Otherwise applicants must convert costs to present value.  Table 1 will be used as the basis for the contract budget for the project, if selected for funding.  However, applicants must provide a minimum of cost share, which is calculated in Table 6 of Attachment 7.
Table 2: Annual Operations and Maintenance Costs.  Include applicant’s annual administration, operations, maintenance, and other annual costs. The O&M costs are required to calculate project annual costs in Table 3.  Annual O&M costs are not eligible costs that can be paid out of the grant and must be paid by the applicant. 
Table 3: Total Annual Project Costs.  This table totals annual project implementation costs from Table 1 and annual operations and maintenance costs from Table 2.

Statement of Work- Benefits (maximum 3 pages)

The focus of this grant program is to fund projects that achieve water savings, instream flow and timing, water quality, and energy conservation benefits to the State.  All applicants must use scientific methods and previously published reliable data to quantitatively estimate the expected benefits of the proposed project to both the applicant (local benefits) and the Bay-Delta System. If the applicant makes a compelling case that the proposed project benefits are not quantifiable, the applicant must make a qualitative assessment of project’s potential benefits to the local entity and the State.  Complete Tables 4-7 in Attachment 7.

Table 4: Project Annual Benefits.  Projects must create benefit to be eligible for grant funding.  Benefits include:  water savings (in af based on the life of the project), in-stream flow (in af based on the life of the project) and timing, water quality improvements, and energy conservation.  Applicants must explain how the State will benefit from the project.  Applicants must report the State benefits in the State Benefits column and the local benefits in the Local Benefits column.  All applicants must quantify the State Benefits that will be realized from the proposed project.  See Exhibit VI for description of eligible benefits.  The following information should be included:  type of benefit (water savings, in-stream flow and timing, water quality, energy conservation), the time pattern and location of where the benefit will be realized as well as the duration of the benefit to each beneficiary.  In-stream flow and timing and water quantity benefits would include water volumes.  For water quality benefits, this should be the change in constituent concentration (or temperature) that would be realized through project implementation.  Applicants must also describe the benefits in a narrative form.  Agricultural applicants must also report in Table 4 which Targeted Benefits or Quantifiable Objectives are being addressed by the proposed project. 

If applicants are reporting qualitative benefits, the following information should be included:  type of benefit (see above) the time pattern and location of where the benefit will be realized as well as the duration of the benefit to each beneficiary.  Document quantification of benefits, assumptions, calculations, references, etc.

For projects under Section B, provide the following information by completing Qualitative Description of project benefits (columns 1 to 4) of Table 4: Describe the potential benefits and information to be gained in terms of water use efficiency.  Describe how this project will contribute to, or support, CBDA Program goals and how the information is transferable to other parts of the State.
Provide estimates of total expected water savings (in acre-feet) for proposals that are designed to lead to quantifiable water savings.  Provide an explanation for all assumptions, methodologies, and computations used to arrive at the values, use additional sheets if needed.

Table 5: Project Annual and Total Local Monetary Benefits.  Applicants must provide the local monetary benefits of the project.  These could include: avoided water supply, energy, and wastewater treatment and labor costs.  If there are other local monetary benefits please list and describe them. The applicants are required to provide average annual project benefits, the unit of measurement, and duration of the benefit. This information will be used to calculate annual monetary value of project benefit and present value of project benefits.

Table 6: Project Costs and Monetary Benefits and Cost Share. This is a summary of the Annual and Total Project Costs (Table 1) and Project Total Local Monetary Benefits (Table 5).  This table calculates cost benefit ratio and determines if a project is locally cost effective or not, it also calculates State maximum share and applicant’s minimum local cost share based on the project total costs and the total local monetary benefits of the project. 

Reduction or waiver of cost share for disadvantaged communities (Section A projects only).  All applicants are required to provide the minimum cost share calculated in Row D or E of Table 6.  Applicants whose 2000 Census Median Household Income (MHI) of the population served by the water from the project  is less than $37,994 may request reduction or waiver of the required cost share by completing Attachment 8, completing Table 6 for disadvantaged community, and selecting State and reduced local shares calculated in Table 6 (see Exhibit II).
Table 7 Applicant’s Modified Cost Share (MCS).  This table summarizes the applicant’s modified local cost share.  Applicants may offer a greater local share than the minimum calculated in Table 6.  Applicant enters the modified local cost share in the appropriate row in Table 7 and explains in Row E of Table 7.  

Applicant compares the MCS from Table 7 with the applicant cost share in Table 1 Row K Column V.  Applicant adjusts its cost share in Column V of Table 1, if needed, until the applicant’s share in Table 1 Row K equals its amount entered in Table 7.

Outreach, Community Involvement, Integrated Regional Water Management Planning and Acceptance  (maximum 1 page)

Complete Attachment 10. Applicants must coordinate prior to submitting a proposal with local governments and other local entities such as community based organizations and watershed groups. Proposals that are part of an IRWMP are encouraged.  The proposal shall describe a plan for public outreach to the groups or individuals that may be affected by the project.  Identify which local groups or other interested organizations are aware of the project and their level of support or opposition.  Identify any potential third party impacts.  Estimate the number of people or organizations that are expected to receive training, employment, or other social or economic benefits from the project.  Describe any opposition to the proposed project.
