The Urban Water Management Planning Act ("Act", Water Code Sections 10610 et seq), has been amended, effective January 1, 2002 (Chapter 643, Statutes of 2001 (Senate Bill 610)). The amendments condition financial assistance from the Department for funding through Proposition 204 or Proposition 13 on a local water supplier preparing, adopting and submitting to the Department an urban water management plan in accordance with the Act's requirements. The 2002 amendments also require that an urban water management plan include discussion of groundwater supplies, groundwater management plans, and availability of supply projects that may be undertaken to meet projected demand. As amended, Water Code Section 10656 now states:

"10656. An urban water supplier that does not prepare, adopt, and submit its urban water management plan to the department in accordance with this part, is ineligible to receive funding pursuant to Division 24 (commencing with Section 78500)* or Division 26 (commencing with Section 79000)**, or receive drought assistance from the state until the urban water management plan is submitted pursuant to this article." 

(* Proposition 204) (** Proposition 13)

The 2002 amendments also added Water Code Section 10657 to the Act:

"10657. (a) The department shall take into consideration whether the urban water supplier has submitted an updated urban water management plan that is consistent with Section 10631, as amended by the act that adds this section, in determining whether the urban water supplier is eligible for funds made available pursuant to any program administered by the department. (b) This section shall remain in effect only until January 1, 2006, and as of that date is repealed, unless a later enacted statute, that is enacted before January 1, 2006, deletes or extends that date."

DWR is reviewing urban water management plans for completeness. We have identified several required elements of the Act.  In order to receive financial assistance from Prop 13 or Prop 204, an urban water supplier must meet the criteria of the Act (3,000 connections or 3,000 acre-feet), and have prepared, adopted and submitted a complete urban water management plan to the Department.
