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PROPOSAL PART II 
 
Executive Summary 
 
The West Basin Municipal Water District (WBMWD) is a public agency that wholesales 
imported and recycled water to 17 cities and unincorporated areas over a 185 square mile 
area southwest of Los Angeles County. 
 
WBMWD is seeking support to extend its recycled water distribution system in the City 
of Torrance. The extension of the system will improve the efficiency of the water 
management in the City of Torrance by reducing its reliance on imported water to irrigate 
parks, schools yards, athletic fields, and other landscape areas. Though the project will 
result in direct local benefits, the reduction in the use of imported water will create 
regional and statewide benefits as the imported supplies can be made available water for 
the environment and citizens of California.   
 
The proposed project will distribute recycled water to irrigate the Charles Wilson 
Community Park, the school yard of Torrance Elementary, the athletic field track of 
Shery High School, and the Torrance Park. The combined water demand is 66 AFY.  
 
WBMWD is currently working with the Army Corps of Engineers in a Project 
Cooperation Agreement (PCA) to extend the West Basin Distribution System by 
constructing the Madrona Extension Main and the Madrona Lateral 6A. The Madrona 
Lateral 6A system will feed the project presented in this proposal. The Madrona Lateral 
6A will start construction in September 2002 and will be completed by mid-year of 2003. 
Construction of the Madrona Extension Main and the project presented in this proposal 
will take place simultaneously. 
  
WBMWD is requesting a grant in the amount of $278,722; these funds will be used to 
fund 17% of the total project cost of $1,632,367. The grant amount represents the portion 
of the project that is not being funded by the COE grant, or reimbursed under the 
Metropolitan Water District of Southern California’s Local Projects Program (LPP). 
 
A. Scope of Work: Relevance and Importance 
 
A.1. Nature, Scope and Objectives of the Project: 
The extension of the distribution system will result in the construction of   8,030 linear 
feet of 12-inch PVC pipe that will deliver 66 AFY of recycled water with the intent to 
irrigate parks, landscape areas, and schools yards.  
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The construction of this distribution system will directly produce benefits in: 
 

The local region by: 
?? Supporting the goals clearly defined in the “4.4. Plan”. That is, it will implement a 

new water management program that will help decrease the amount of imported 
water in the City of Torrance;  

?? Finding ways to irrigate large landscaped areas with non-domestic water;  
?? Providing an additional source of water that will be reliable throughout the year. 

Recycled water is drought proof, the source water is always available; 
?? Providing a reliable source of water supports economic stability in the region and 

attracts and retains businesses; 
?? Providing recycled water competitive cost; 
?? Decreasing the amount of secondary effluent discharged into the Santa Monica 

Bay;  
?? Optimizing the control of the local potable water reservoirs by adding more 

flexibility to store water. 
 
And the CALFED Bay Delta Region and Colorado River by: 
?? Contributing in reducing the mismatch in the Bay Delta water supplies; 
?? Improving the habitats of the Bay Delta and Colorado River habitat by reducing 

the amount of imported supplies used to satisfy urban demands. 
 
 A.2. Statement of Water Issues 
Federal law assigns the state of California 4.4 million acre-feet per year of water 
extraction from the Colorado River (“4.4 Plan”). This apportionment of water is 
distributed among agricultural agencies, the Metropolitan Water District of Southern 
California, Arizona, Nevada, Indian Tribes’ Lands, and Miscellaneous Present Perfected 
Right Holders. Currently, the amount of water imported exceeds the assigned amount of 
water. It is one of the main goals for the “4.4 Plan” to encourage all water agencies and 
users to adopt measures that will help conserve water. It promotes the identification of 
new sources of water that will benefit the water control management.  
 
The 550,000 acre-feet of water to which the Southern California MWD is entitled to 
extract is not sufficient to meet the demands of the fast growing communities in the 
southern region. To address the situation, WBMWD has implemented a large recycled 
water program which replaces the use of imported water (domestic water) at over 200 
businesses. Recycled water has proven through the years to be an effective tool in 
achieving efficient water management. Recycled water reduces the need to import 
potable water, it reduces the cost of purchased water, and it is a reliable source of water. 
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The use of recycled water is a method that promotes CALFED goals to conserve water in 
the Bay Delta.  
 
B.  Scope of Work: Technical/Scientific Merit, Feasibility, Monitoring, and 
Assessment 
 
B.1. Methods, Procedures, and Facilities 
WBMWD Engineering and Operations staff have performed alternative analyses in 
determining the most feasible pipeline system design. This project proposes to extend the 
recycled water system by constructing approximately 8,030 linear feet of PVC pipe. 
Preliminary alignment designs and specifications have been created by WBMWD staff 
and are attached in Section B.4. Preliminary design covers the WBMWD requirements 
related to pipeline design. The final engineering design will be done by a consulting firm, 
which will be selected from a formal bidding process. As design progresses, 
specifications will be incorporated into the list.  
 
WBMWD has built approximately 80 miles of recycled water distribution pipelines over 
the last 8 years. The experience that we have gained through the years has been compiled 
into manuals and standards that are used to base system designs. The West Basin & 
Central Basin Municipal Water District Design Criteria Supplemental Standard 
Specifications, and Standard Drawings For reclaimed Water Facilities will be the primary 
standard design manual used on this project. During the planning and designing of the 
system the West Basin Municipal Water District Recycled Water Irrigation User’s Guide 
will also be used.

B.3. Monitoring and Assessment 
Similar to the past projects that WBMWD has built, this project will be constructed using 
standard monitoring and assessment procedures that will ensure its success.  
 
Design Approval: the design will have to be approved by WBMWD, the County of Los 
Angeles Department of Health Services, and the City of Torrance. Approval will be 
attained upon evidence that all applicable requirements, rules and regulations for a 
recycled water system are met.  
 
Construction: WBMWD will coordinate preliminary cross connections prior to any 
construction. The purpose of this test will determine if there are any unknown 
connections between existing irrigation systems and the existing domestic water system. 
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WBMWD will require that all water utilities involved in the project and DHS be present 
at the time of the cross-connection test. The construction of the retrofit will be supervised 
by inspectors whose roles will be to ensure that all materials are installed, and procedures 
take place according to the approved plans and specifications. Inspectors representing 
WBMWD and City of Torrance will be present at the site. Other inspectors that might 
periodically visit the site will be agents from the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality 
Control Board and the State of California Department of Health Services Drinking Water 
Field Operations Branch. 
 
Completion of the project will be determined after successful pressure tests and final 
cross-connections tests. The County of Los Angeles DHS and the State DHS will be 
notified for the final inspection and cross-connection tests. WBMWD and the County 
DHS will generate a punch list of corrections to be made if necessary. A follow up walk 
through the site will take place after all corrections have been made. Upon successful 
completion of the inspection and cross-connection tests, the user will be granted 
permission for the normal operation of the system.  Then, a WBMWD inspector will train 
the User’s maintenance supervisor in the proper way to operate and maintain the system.  
 
WBMWD will keep records of all tests performed. The following is a list of reports that 
will be generated:
