These suggestions are in relation to clarifying Alternative Non Potable Water (ANPOW) use in landscape.  Current and proposal code mention greywater and recycle water, but both have different meanings, classifications and require specific irrigation techniques. The use of ANPOW can incorporate not only Recycle water and Greywater but also include other non-potable water options such as cooling tower blow down, nuisance water from foundations or springs, well water (high in salts), agriculture run off, storm/rain water or dew collection (atmospheric water generation).  I am also suggestion that the proper treatment and irrigation rules of ANPOW be define by other state, county and/or municipal agencies.  

The second objective of the suggestions in defining ANPOW is to combat heat island and support carbon emission controls.  Current & suggested code places high emphasis on cutting overall landscape water use.  I am suggesting that the emphasis be place on lowers potable water use in landscape but leave open the option for high use of ANPOW for the following benefits: 
1)            Green lush landscapes will help in combating heat islands.
2)            Non drought planting material generated higher carbon output from leaves and cutting. Thus assist in air quality by carbon capture.
3)            Landscape conversion to drought tolerant is still using potable water, thus is measure as a percentage of potable water savings.  Yet converting existing landscape from potable water to ANPOW is a 100% savings of potable water.
-              Next two items are not directly related to landscape but are residual effect of ANPOW use.
[bookmark: _GoBack]4)            The use of ANPOW in some cases divert water that was destine for sewage treatment. Thus lowering the overall demand on sewage treatment plants.
5)            The use of ANPOW can help in the overall economic or using some ANPOW for reuse in toilet / urinal flushing (currently being done in San Francisco) 

Final comment is defining the use of the term “water”. 
Water: has a general meaning of potable water. In some cases, the use of “potable water” is used for clarification but in no case should the term “water” be define as ANPOW.
