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We're excited to see the direction that you're taking WELO. It's a lot to manage, and a whole slew of parameters to plan for and around, but it's going to make a difference in the long-term livability of our state. 

On Page 17 Section 5, the technical panel recommends training and resources be hosted online. Bay-Friendly, and our new statewide version, ReScape California, have a developed training and resources that cover the topics in  depth and in an understandable format, that would be easy to move to an online format. 

Page 48 discusses, “a common foundation for the education, training, and certification of landscape professionals across the disciplines involved in designing, installing, maintaining, and managing water-efficient landscapes.” Bay-Friendly has developed a multi-day intensive training that covers all of these topics in  way that can be targeted to any section of the industry, or to all of them without losing the important learning objectives. We have a long history of training industry professionals on applicable, timely topics from design to construction and through maintenance. With the training system that we already have in place, and thousands of professionals trained, our system is tested and refined in a way that could be reproducible. Our trainings are being utilized with many major agencies, large and small companies, in order to refine it to a point where it can be delopyed statewide. DWR has financially supported these trainings through Proposition 84 in the past and has invested in having good training for the industry in the Bay Area, now it is time to make a larger impact.  

These training systems have been developed with top industry professionals, and used with groups of varying backgrounds and abilities. We would like to partner with you to find a way to use these systems to make the difference in water use that DWR is seeking.
