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To address the regulatory gaps as stated in the background paragraph Section 7, Complementary Policies and Regulations, as stated “For instance, a recent study shows that one model of pressure regulating spray body achieves 14% less water use at 60 pounds per square inch inlet pressure (psi) and 19% less water use at 80 psi.”
I recommend adding a pressure regulating spray body incentive program. Pressure regulating spray bodies are proven water saving devices. A number of studies including ones by the University of Arizona demonstrate increased performance with water reduction / savings.  
Pressure regulated spray bodies are more expensive (30% to 50%) than a standard spray body, without pressure regulation or check-valve. Providing an incentive, similar to the one, that Metropolitan Water District (MWD) provides for spray nozzles of $5.00 per unit should be enough incentive to get homeowners and contractors to upgrade existing properties to a pressure regulated system. The incentive should also include check-valve as well. Increasing incentive to $7 to $9 per unit would easily cover the additional expense, and reduce possible run-off.
