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Regarding comments made in Sections 3 and 4.
Turf replacement programs should take into consideration alternative turfgrass species that use significantly less water than more traditional species.  Warm season grasses (i.e. bermudagrass, buffalograss) use on average 30% less water than cool season grasses.  Even cool season grasses have undergone a selection and breeding process which has yielded varieties with significant resistance to drought.  Rather than targeting turf as being generic there should be some distinction and encouragement in replacing existing turf with more drought species.
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
