In response to the May 18, 2010 meeting of the SBx7-7 Urban Stakeholder Committee, the Municipal Water
District of Orange County (MWDOC) would like to submit the following comments on the draft technical
methodologies:

Methodology 1: This methodology includes a discussion of the proposed requirements for documenting
recycled water used for groundwater recharge. Included in the calculation is a generic loss factor that as stated,
“will be developed based on extraction rules from other groundwater storage facilities in California.” MWDOC
would suggest that the generic loss factor should only be required if the groundwater management agency
cannot provide sufficient documentation of a loss factor. Agencies that can document a defensible loss factor
should be allowed to do so.

Methodology 2: MWDOC would like to suggest that Traffic Analysis Zones (TAZs) be specifically included under
Methodology 2 as an appropriate source of local population data. SBx7-7 states that service area population
should be determined using federal, state, and local population reports. Draft Methodology 2 as currently
written does not discuss what constitutes appropriate sources of local population data. TAZs are census based
and delineated by local transportation agencies for tabulating traffic related data. In Orange County TAZs are
accurate below the census block level and updated annually using information from the California Department
of Finance.

Methodology 6: Compliance Option No. 2 establishes a agency wide target for per capita water use based on
total indoor residential, landscape, and Cll water uses. In discussing landscape area measurements,
Methodology 6 emphasizes measurements by parcel. Itis MWDOC’s opinion that agencies should strive to
obtain parcel based measurements for customer based water management efforts. However, this level of
information is not necessary for Compliance Option No. 2. Agencies reporting their per capita use should be
able to obtain an overall water agency landscape area measurement and subtract landscaped areas served by
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Cll accounts and non-irrigated areas.

Methodology 7: MWDOC would suggest that DWR investigate using permitted wastewater discharges as a
proxy for capturing the volume of industrial process water among industrial customers. Wastewater agencies
require that businesses obtain discharge permits any time there are significant quantities of industrial process
water.

Methodology 8: Under this methodology, water suppliers could use various economic indicators to capture
increases or decreases in business output and economic development that would result in increased or
decreased water demand. We are currently in a down economy which is resulting in lower water use. So far,
the discussion of these adjustments has been limited to water use in the commercial and industrial sectors, and
changes weather. However, with economic development, water use will increase regionally and across all
sectors. There should be a discussion over whether substantial increases in economic output should be
considered through a separate type of regional adjustments, or through an agency by agency adjustment.
